The city of M'hamid El Ghizlane, once a stopover for trans-Saharan trade caravans, will host the 2022 

edition of the International Festival of Nomads on November 12 and 13, on the initiative of the 

Association Nomades du Monde. Large-scale event famous worldwide for having invited renowned 

international musicians such as Cheick Tidiane Seck, Bombino, Kader Tarhanin, Afel Bocoum, 

Tamikrest, Terakaf who performed alongside renowned Moroccan artists (Nass El Ghiwane, Nouamane 

Lahlou, Mehdi Nassouli, Doueh, Saïda Charaf, ...) and young local talents. It is one of the biggest 

events in southern Morocco. Annual multidisciplinary festival whose main objective is to preserve the 

precious heritage of our ancestors, threatened with extinction, and to revive their traditions, customs 

and wisdom.

Tassuta N-Imal, other artists from India, Senegal, Algeria, ... and of course many other musicians from 



Morocco. With its varied and dynamic program, this event attracts festival-goers from all over the 

world and is suitable for all tastes and all audiences.
